Addiction prevention and advice

Recreation or excessive use, very often there is only a fine line between the two. The transition
is fluid and sometimes unnoticeable. Once established, a dependency can trigger both physical
and psychological problems. It is not easy to free yourself of such a dependency and you
are more likely to succeed with help. The staff at the addiction advice centre (Suchtbera-
tungsstelle) can provide those seeking help (either personally or for a relative) with emotional
and specialist support and further assistance. Services relate to problems with alcohol,
prescription medicines, illegal drugs as well as non-substance-related addictions like
pathological gambling, social media misuse or other addictive behaviours.

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Mentoring

The mentoring programme supports students when they arrive and helps them learn their
way around the university, as well as providing career planning and personal development
assistance.
